Queenstown is located in the South West of New Zealand on the 45th parallel. This beautiful town is nestled 
on the shores of Lake Wakatipu below the Remarkables mountain range.

Getting Here
Getting here is easyas the regionis well served by major airlines.
Air New Zealand and QANTAS fly direct from Sydney year round.  Over the winter this service encompasses 
Brisbane and Melbourne. Pacific Blue also fly direct from Sydney and Brisbane.

Domestically there are several connections provided by Air New Zealand, Jet Star and Pacific Blue  from New 
Zealand's main centre's; Auckland, Wellington and Christchurch

Access by road is a wonderful scenic option - self drive or catch a scenic coach tour.
